Opening: Mary Griffith, President, opened the meeting.

Minutes: March UAVMB meeting minutes were moved for approval by Sara McCormick and Bridgette Mariotti.

Treasurer’s Report: Nothing was reported. Jim Sanderson said not all final information is in from musical so didn’t prepare one.

Next Year’s Committee’s: For 2010-2011 year, if you would like to volunteer to be a committee chair, co-chair, or continue doing the same job you are currently doing, please contact Sara McCormick.

Publicity: Mary Griffith gave Melissa Storer a copy of the UA Magazine.  It publishes a list of arts in the community (band concert is in it) so Melissa will contact them to have choral events published next year.

Receipts in the future = Donna Gallucci and Mary Griffith will revise the envelope label and spreadsheet to be turned in with all receipts for next year.

Senior Choral Video: There are 63 seniors this year.

· Steve Bruns reported that he has already interviewed seniors in Men & Women’s Glee, but will catch those that were missed on a future day.  He will be coming in this Friday during 3rd & 4th period to interview seniors in Symphonic Choir and Vocal Ensemble.

· Eric Kauffman will pass out a flyer to seniors on Tuesday for them to fill out.

· Mary Griffith noted we need to take the group shot of the seniors because it wasn’t done when we did the group shots for Encore program. Eric K. suggested we could make a collage of all the senior pictures that the students/parents turn in instead.  He will talk to the students to see which they prefer.  Alicia Overmyer said maybe we could have Walgreens or Sam’s Club print them instead of the poster printer to save money.

· The deadline for baby and senior pictures is May 10th.

· Submit any pictures from Freshman to Senior year of choral activities.

UAVMB as Legal Entity: 

· Mary Griffith and Jim Sanderson met with Sheila Clark about setting up UAVMB as a legal entity and to get non-profit certification.

· Getting status as a legal entity with the state is fairly easy and not time consuming.

· Getting status as a non-profit group is more time consuming and costly.  It could take about a year and cost about $2000.

· We will need to have a Board of Trustees implemented and for the next 2 years it will consist of the Executive Board and Choral Director.

· Sheila Clark said she could help us write basic by-laws for the group.  Therefore, we will not need to re-write the current by-laws and will eliminate the specific job descriptions, etc.

· Sheila suggested we get a Post Office Box for our mail so that items can always have a consistent address instead of switching with the change of Presidents and without going through the school.  It’s important for the Federal Government. Mary will set one up at the Riverside and Fishinger Road Post Office.

Director’s Report: Eric Kauffman gave several dates for the upcoming months and they are listed at the end of the minutes.

· Auditions for seniors to perform at graduation are the 1st week of May.  Symphonic Choir officers are applying for the seniors to sing “For Good”

· Vocal Ensemble audition packets are available. Eric Kauffman and Amy Leacock can help a student choose a song to audition with, but can’t help them work on it because it would be impossible for them to work with everyone.

· Keith Krieger Memorial Endowment Fund information will be passed out to seniors this week and it’s posted on the website.  Samples of past winner’s entries will be posted in the choral showcase. Deadline is May 7th at 4:00 pm

· Music Honor Cords for Seniors are available for $8. Requirements for earning a music honor cord is 2 full credits of music (vocal or instrumental).  Therefore, if you had Glee/Chorus 4 years, or 2 years of an SATB choir; also each musical is ½ credit.  Seniors can get these until their last day of school, June 3.

· Exams for freshman - juniors are during exam week.  They have received 14 pages of sight reading in a packet to prepare for exams and Vocal Ensemble auditions. June 7 is Freshman & Symphonic Choir exams; June 8 is Concert Chorale exam.  No exams for Glee/Chorus, Vocal Ensemble, and seniors.

· Choral Awards will be distributed.  Freshman get patch of their graduation year, Sophomores get patch that is a music note with bear face, and Juniors get Varsity Letter with choir on it.  These can be sewn onto letter jackets.  Seniors will get a poster of the senior choir members and a copy of the choral senior video.

· Director of Miami University’s Men’s Glee will be coming to work with UAHS Men’s Glee/Chorus.

· Eric hopes to have Tom Scott come to work with Vocal Ensemble on Jazz music for the Jazz Concert.

· Eric will email information to Ellen Clark (website designer) and Donna Gallucci to post on website.  Donna will email minutes with all dates mentioned tonight and have Dina Giddens send out a mass email once all is posted on website.
